Directions to Knight Park 
 

From Portland 
Take I-5 south to Tigard/99W exit. Continue on 99W through Sherwood and Newberg. Take Hwy 18 and 
follow signs to Hwy 101. Take 101 NORTH for 1/2 mile then turn left on Three Rocks Road. Follow the road 
for about 3 miles to Knight Park. Make sure to leave enough time for summer traffic delays. Approximately 2 
1/2 to 3 hours from Portland. 
 

Late Arrival and Early Departures 
The unique location of Camp Westwind is part of what makes camp so magical—it also makes 
accommodating late arrivals and early departures difficult. 
 
Your request for special accommodations for late arrival and early departure must be made to the Camp 
Director by email or phone and may require a fee with no guarantees.
